3. Write an essay of approximately 75 to 100 words explaining how you 
are using your God-given abilities and talents to follow the example set 
by Jesus. Describe why you chose the services that you do and how 
they make you feel. 

4. Sign the "Parent and Applicant Acknowledgment." 
5. Return the application and essay in a sealed envelope to the Women’s 

Club mailbox in the church office by March 31, 2010.
